In most cases, the authors of the tributes are contemporaries or colleagues who had personal knowledge of the interests and the engineering accomplishments of the deceased.

· Format Rules
· 3 – 5 Pages
· Double Spaced

· Content
· A focus on achievements and contributions in the field of engineering.
· We also welcome personal stories about the subject to emphasize the humanity of the engineer.

· Photos
· Up to 2 photos
· 1 portrait and 1 in a casual setting
· Ex: at work, enjoying a favorite pastime, or with family
· Must be a high-resolution photo
· At least 300 dpi or 300 kb

· Other things to note
· Anyone can write or assist in writing a memorial tribute, but NAE members are preferred.  
· Multiple authors are allowed to collaborate on a memorial tribute.
· If the tribute has been published elsewhere, we must have written approval by the publisher before posting on our website.
